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Please do not use the above map for navigational purposes. Use Canadian Chart No. 3462 or 3440. When you have Fisgard Lighthouse
and the green can buoy abeam to port, steer 070 true for .75 miles to the left-hand caisson. The caissons have CFSA in seven foot letters
on their seaward side. Make your way into our marina by leaving the caissons to starboard and the green day marker to port. Ensure you
stay fairly close to the caisson as there are rocks approximately 40 yards to the north of the left-hand end of the caissons, marked by the
green day marker.
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We hope you enjoy your stay with us. We have an-
swered a few of the questions you may have regard-
ing the Victoria area but if we've left something out,
ask anyone you may encounter around our Club.

Reciprocal Moorage
Your first two days’ stay at CFSA are free, as are wa-

ter and electricity (15 amp) on the docks. Showers
and washrooms are available in the lower level of the
Clubhouse 24 hours per day and are also free. If you
wish to extend your visit, moorage is available at a
cost of 50 cents per foot per day.

Please register your arrival at the
Bar with Dave or Sam, or in the of-
fice in the double trailer below the
Clubhouse. If neither facility is open
contact the Foreshore Chairman,
Dana Govang, at 250-385-2646.
Don't forget to ask for the code to

the entrance gate and remember to

fly your club burgee at all times.

Clubhouse Facilities

CFSA clubhouse hours are Tuesdays, Wednesdays
and Thursdays from 4 pm until 8 pm; Fridays from 4
pm to 10 pm; and Saturdays and Sundays from noon
to 7 pm. Guests are invited to join in any CFSA activi-
ties but the Clubhouse is often rented out for private
weddings, parties, etc., which are closed to the public.
There is a bank machine at the bar if you need cash
and local calls can be made free of charge at the tele-
phone located outside the foreshore workshop.

Where can | shop?

There is a mall within walking distance of CFSA. Fol-
low Maplebank Road to the train tracks and turn
LEFT. Follow the tracks to Hallowell Road, (second
street) and you will see Admiral's Walk Shopping
Centre on your RIGHT. Here you can reprovision your
boat at Thriftys Super Market, visit a Rexall Phar-
macy, stock up on your reading material at our sec-
ond-hand bookstore, visit the dollar store, have your
hair cut, coloured, styled or permed at Island Haircut-
ting (no appointment necessary) or even take your
best friend to the Vet. The Liquor Store is equipped to
serve your every need and there’s a full-service res-
taurant (“Ricky’s”) to satisfy everyone’s taste. If you
like Japanese food it's available too from “Little To-
kyo” (eat in or take-out) and there’s even a Coast
Capital Credit Union (bank) and the Admiral's Walk
Optometry Clinic.

Just past the Shopping Centre is Raymond’s Chinese
Food Restaurant and the Bank of Nova Scotia, located
at 1008 Aldersmith Place. Hours are Monday to Thurs-
day, 9:30 am to 4 pm; Fridays 9:30 am to 5 pm and
Saturdays 9:30 am to 3 pm. There is a bank machine
on the outside of their building. There is also a DQ
Restaurant and a huge Canadian Tire Store - all within
walking distance. Plastic bags are available at all
these stores - they also sell reusable bags for a nomi-
nal fee.

Laundry Facilities

Avalon Drycleaning and Laundromat is located at Ad-
miral's Walk Shopping Centre and is open Monday to
Friday from 8:30 am to 8:00 pm and weekends from
8:30 am to 6:30 pm. Do it yourself or have them do it
for you! Telephone 250-360-2536 for more information
or visit them in the mall.

City Bus Service
If you're a die-hard shopper, downtown Victoria is the

place for you. The Numbers 24 and 25 busses leave
Admiral's Walk Shopping Centre regularly, with stops
on Admiral’'s Road. Follow Maplebank Road to Admi-
ral's Road, turn either left or right, and bus stops are
not far away. Either bus will take you downtown - just
ask the friendly bus driver where to get off. The stop at
Broad and Johnson streets is only two blocks away
from our downtown “The Bay” mall. For complete bus-
sing information you can check out the BC Transit web
site at: www.bctransit.com or pick up a current bus
schedule from the bus driver. Exact change is required
to board the bus and BC Transit busses are fitted with
bike racks, so you can take your bicycles if you have
them on the boat. Sheets of bus tickets are available
from Thriftys’ Customer Service desk.

Libraries

The Greater Victoria Public Library system has many
branches but the closest one to CFSA is located in the
Esquimalt City Hall building on Esquimalt Road. Their
website, www.gvpl.ca, should answer any questions
you may have. The No, 25 bus will drop you off within
close proximity to the library.

Medical

For ambulance service dial 911. The Royal Jubilee
Hospital (250-370-8000) at 1952 Bay Street and the
Victoria General Hospital (250-727-4212) at 1 Hospital
Way have 24-hour emergency departments. The Ad-
miral’'s Walk Medical Clinic (250-380-9002) is located
at 275 Old Island Highway, approximately 1 1/2 miles
from CFSA, and is open Monday to Saturday from 8
am to 8 pm.

Boat Parts

Bosun’s Locker, located at 580 Johnson Street in
downtown Victoria, (250-386-1388), is well
equipped to serve your every boating need. Fern
Beattie is the Manager of Bosun’s Locker and a
member of CFSA - if she hasn’t got what you re-
quire in stock she’ll order it for you, or send you
to an outlet that has it. Talk to Fern - you'll be
glad you did. There’s also a West Marine Store
(250-380-4097) on Douglas Street and Trotac
Marine Limited (250-386-2341) on Dallas Road.
